DO YOU KNOW WHO IS A CHRISTIAN?

The world answers this question; “It is one who loves his family and sees
that they are clothed, sheltered, and fed.” “It is one who is honest in business,
who pays his debts, who is fair and good, and of high morals.” Of course, a
Christian is one who will do all of these things and more. But, the fact remains,
there are multiplied thousands of people who fall in the category described here
who do not even have the “right” to become Christians, sons of God.

How can we make the statement above? Let the Bible answer and tell us
who has the “right” to become a child of God. John 1:12 (NKJV) “But as many as
received Him, to them He gave the “right” to become children of God, to those
who believe in His name”. A person who believes has the “right” to become a
child of God. The unbeliever regardless of his moral character does not have this
right. He cannot be a Christian because without faith he cannot please God (Heb
11:6). However, please note that faith does not make a Christian. It only gives
one the power (right, privilege) to become a Christian.

You see; it is still true that faith only will not save. Faith alone will not
make a Christian. The devils (demons) believe, but they are certainly not
Christians (James 2:19). It may be said that devils (demons) have greater faith
than many who profess to be believers. The devils tremble. Many people treat
matters of divine import with abject indifference and disrespect. The modern
doctrine of “faith only salvation” is foreign to God’s truth. The truth states,
James 2:24 (NKJV) “You see then that a man is justified by works, and not by faith
only.” Justification is through faith, but it is not terminated in faith. Bible faith



must be expressed. Becoming a son of God, a Christian, is through faith.
Through faith, one is baptized. Obedience is through faith, or because one
believes.

Since it is true that faith gives one the “right” to become a son of God,
when or how may that “right” be exercised? The Bible is the only source for the
answer. Hear Paul, Galatians 3:26 - 27 (NKJV) "For you are all sons of God
through faith in Christ Jesus. *’For as many of you as were baptized into Christ
have put on Christ.” Where is one - - the child of God by faith? The Bible says
“in Christ”. How do we get into Christ? The Bible says we are “baptized into
Christ”. It was Jesus who said Mark 16:16 (NKJV)
